Experts all agree on the importance of early childhood education. Studies indicate that for young children to reach their
full potential, they need stimulating and appropriate experiences in the earliest years, when their brain is optimally pro-
grammed to benefit from these experiences.

The IB knows that young learers are intelligent, resourceful and creative individuals who grow, develop and learn at
different rates. They explore their environment and leam about their world through play and relationships with peers,
teachers, family and community members. Early learning in the PYP is a holistic learning experience that integrates so-
cio-emotional, physical and cognitive development. In the PYP classroom, leaming takes place in dynamic environ-
ments that promote play, discovery and exploration.

Research supports the effectiveness of the IB’'s PYP in an early years setting. A collaborative study conducted by re-
searchers in Australia and Singapore found that the literacy skills were fairly developed; children were performing at
levels commensurate with or better in terms of school readiness; and children were developing learning skills at higher
rates than a comparative sample.

 The extended essay (EE) requires students to engage in independent research through an in-depth study of a
question relating to one of the DP subjects they are studying. The world studies EE option allows students to focus
on a topic of global significance, which they examine through the lens of at least two DP subjects.

Theory of knowledge (TOK) develops a coherent approach to learning that unifies the academic disciplines. In
this course on critical thinking, students inquireinto the nature of knowing and deepentheir understanding of knowl-
edge as a human construction.

Creativity, activity, service (CAS) emphasizes helping students to develop their own identities in accordance
with the ethical principles embodied in the IB mission statement and the IB learner profile. CAS complements a
challenging academic programme in a holistic way, providing opportunities for self-determination, collaboration,
accomplishment and enjoyment. It involves students in a range of activities alongside their academic studies
throughout the DP. The three strands of CAS are creativity (exploring and extending ideas leading to an original or
interpretive product or performance), activity (physical exertion contributing to a healthy lifestyle) and service
(collaborative and reciprocal engagement with the community in response to an authentic need).
